Directions and parking

By car

From London and the South
«  Take the M1 north to junction 13.
+ At the roundabout take the 4th exit (A507 towards Bedford).
+ At the second roundabout take the 2nd exit (Cranfield, Hulcote and Salford).
At Salford turn right at the T-Junction towards Cranfield.
Follow this road to the end and go straight across the first roundabout, right at the second, then left at
the third.
«  With the petrol station on your left go straight over the mini-roundabout, and the entrance to the University is the first road
on your right - signposted ‘Main Reception'.

From Bedford and the East

«  A428then A422 west, exiting left into Astwood (7m), then left again following signposts.
Or A421 south-west towards M1/Kempston/Milton Keynes, taking exit towards Cranfield/Marston Moretaine, then follow
signposts towards Cranfield and then Cranfield University.

From Birmingham and the North

+ M1 south to junction 14.

«  Take A509 in direction of Wellingborough, then immediately first right, proceed through Moulsoe, then turn left following
signposts.

Follow A34, then A421, to Bicester, Buckingham and Milton Keynes.
In Milton Keynes follow signs to M1 North (junction 14).
Take A509 in direction of Wellingborough, then immediately first right, proceed through Moulsoe, then turn left following
signposts.
